Costumes for Willy Wonka

Please have all costumes (including shoes and socks) at school on October 31st. Most
people will be able to take their costumes back home after they show them to Mrs. Elder
that day but some will need to stay at school if alterations are being made by the crew.
(This will be indicated below).

All costumes will need to be left at school for the final week of rehearsal and performance
(11/7-11/11).

See Mrs. Elder well in advance if you are having trouble locating items needed! Thrift
stores (like Frisco Resale) are a great place to look for affordable costumes. Please do not
think that you need to spend a great deal of money on this. Most costumes can be
borrowed or bought for under $10.

Please note that our show takes place in modern times so we want current style of dress,
not a copy of the movies!

WONKA
I have the coat, vest, shirt, tie, spats, hat and goggles. You need some khaki pants and brown dress shoes and
socks.

CHARLIE
Orange t-shirt with brown zip-up hoodie. Jeans or khaki pants and tennis shoes. It would be best if the items
look old, worn and a little bit ragged.

GRANDPA JOE

I have dress slacks and shirt. You need shoes that you can slip on quickly (that don’t need to be laced) and some
type of pajama tops and bottoms. It can be simple like long thermal underwear and long sleeve shirt or a
matching pj set. Be sure they are age appropriate and don’t look like teenager’s pjs. It should not look neat and
new (if you need help “aging” your clothes, just let me know and tech can do it.) You also need comfortable
socks for whatever shoes bring.

MR BUCKET
Dark slacks and a button down shirt that matches. It should look dirty and old. Dress shoes and socks.

MRS BUCKET
A modern, casual dress that comes to at least mid-calf. I have the apron. Flats that match the dress and nude
tights.

PHINEOUS TROUT
Business suit (can have slacks or a skirt,) dress shoes and nude tights. Can be any color.

OOMPA LOOMPAS/SQUIRREL RANGLERS

I have the aprons, wigs, goggles and gloves. You need bright purple sweatpants and a long sleeve purple
sweatshirt. You also need dark tennis shoes (preferably brown) and socks. (They have sweats at Wal-Mart but
it’s okay if you get it from somewhere else, as long as they are bright purple.)



AUGUSTUS GLOOP
I have the fat suit, shirt and lederhosen. You need tennis shoes and socks.

MRS GLOOP
Skirt and blouse that look “motherly”” and have green as their main color. (It can have other colors or patterns
but it needs to be predominantly green.) Comfortable flats and nude tights.

MIKE TEAVEE

Baggy shirt and “sagging” shorts or pants. Somewhere in the shirt/pants the color yellow needs to be visible. If
you can find a shirt that references something from pop culture (movies, tv, internet, games)... that’s even
better! Belt, tennis shoes and socks.

MS TEAVEE
Skirt and blouse that look “motherly” and have yellow as their main color. (It can have other colors or patterns
but it needs to be predominantly yellow.) Comfortable flats and nude tights.

VIOLET BEAUREGARDE
I have the inflatable suit. Blue dress that is casual and appropriate for a young teen (at least to the knee) that can
be tied in the back (we will untie it when your suit blows up), nude tights and flats.

VERUCA SALT
Modern red dress, appropriate for a child, with a hem below the knee Matching dress shoes (that are
comfortable enough to dance in) and nude tights.

GRANDMA JOSEPHINA, GRANDMA GEORGINA, GRANDPA GEORGE
Comfortable pajamas appropriate to their age, socks. Be sure they are not see through and if ladies choose to
wear night gowns, bring shorts for underneath.

MRS BEAUREGARDE
Blue “motherly” dress, nude tights and dress shoes

MRS SALT
Business suit with either red blouse underneath or main color of red in suit. Dress heels that match dress and
nude tights.

JAMES, MATILDA, CANDY KIDS/COOKS

Jeans and solid color tops (can be blouse, tshirt, or hoodie). Tennis shoes and socks. Please bring color
according to your character number: matilda-pink, james-green, 1-blue, 2-red, 3-purple, 4-orange, 5-yellow, 6-
green, 7-brown, 8-pink, 9-blue, 10-red

Again, please see me well in advance if you know you are having trouble
locating the needed items. Please show this form to your parents as soon
as possible so they can begin looking for the items for you.

Any item you bring will, of course, be yours to keep after the show. I will
only keep the things the theatre department provided for you.
